Mascagni Opera Studio

Introduction to the Project

Fondazione Teatro Goldoni promotes a high-ranking Academy for young opera artists, directed to a detailed study of the operatic repertoire of Pietro Mascagni (Livorno, 1863 - Rome, 1945). He is considered with his first play, Cavalleria rusticana (first representation: Rome, Teatro Costanzi, 1890), the creator and founder of the current of verismo musical theater called "Young Italian School", together with other Italian and European musicians such as the italians Puccini, Leoncavallo, Giordano, Cilea, Zandonai, the french Massenet and Charpentier, and the composers of the Germanic area in Central Europe who collected the naturalist opera  model, D'Albert, Schreker, Berg and Janacek. 

Ojectives of the Project:

1) To discover and promote new artists in the Mascagnian and verismo repertoire.  These young artists will be involved, after a careful work of vocal and interpretive refinement, in opera productions, concerts or performing formats. Fondazione Goldoni will propose these events to spread and disseminate the music of Mascagni and the musicians of his time - also in collaboration with schools- to welcome thousands of cruise-ship passengers, travelers and tourists.

2) To cooperate with foreign theaters - European and non-European - and Italian Cultural Institutes abroad, with particular attention to the countries where Mascagni was known not only as a composer but also as a conductor, both in the symphonic repertoire and  in the operatic (Germany, Austria, France, the Netherlands, Romania, Russia, United States, Argentina, Brazil, Chile, Uruguay).

3) To develop international relations and partnerships in the name of Mascagni – the renowned artist, representative of Italian culture-  in Africa and Asia, especially in  Japan, Korea, China, Oman and India. Livorno and his theater may collaborate with these important opera houses through exchanges of artists and co-productions.

Every year the project will consist of a workshop and a final master, to be held by a prestigious international teacher. The masterclass will be devoted to the preparation of an opera planned as part of Mascagni Festival. Singers, selected through auditions will improve vocal technique and interpretation, performing arts, musical dramaturgy and the study of the historical and cultural period of verismo (from the last decade of the nineteenth century to the first half of the twentieth century). 
Regulations 2019
Art. 1 The Lyrical Workshop aims at perfecting musical and acting skills in the repertory of Verismo with a special focus on Cavalleria rusticana (P. Mascagni) and Suor Angelica (G: Puccini). These titles are to be held during season 2019/2020 of the Teatro Goldoni, (Daniele Agiman conductor)
Art. 2 Contents and Calendar
 The following subjects will be studied:

· History and drama music in verismo operas
· Drama and acting interpretation
· Vocal technique interpretation
· Acting interpretation
· Musical interpretation

Study path:

a) Workshop dates: 
September
16-25 
(9 days)
b) The Master Class led by soprano Donata D’Annunzio Lombardi is to be held on 26-27-28 September 2019. 
c) Cavalleria Rusticana e Suor Angelica production:
The participants selected at the end of the masterclass will take part to the production of Cavalleria Rusticana (P. Mascagni) and Suor Angelica (G. Puccini) to be held on 19 and 20 October at the Teatro Goldoni Livorno (rehearsal from 4 October), at Teatro Coccia Novara (December 2019) and Teatro Sociale Rovigo (January 2020).
Singers engaged in the performances will receive a remuneration according to specific professional contracts.
Female voices selected for the roles of Suor Angelica by G. Puccini (except for Suor Angelica and Zia Principessa) will also be used both in the choir of Cavalleria rusticana by P. Mascagni and in the off-stage choral parts of Suor Angelica.
Art. 3 Mascagni Opera Studio will run if there are a minimum of 15 and a maximum of 22 participants   unless otherwise determined by the Fondazione Goldoni, whose decision is final. There's no age requirement for admission to Mascagni Opera Studio. However, the Artistic Director reserves the right to admit to the production, for equivalent artistic performance, singers who have not exceeded 35 years of age
Art. 4 Applications must be received by 16 June 2019, via email to: audizioni_goldoni@goldoniteatro.it, attaching the following documents in a single file .zip:
1) Application  (att.1) compiled and signed; 

2) A digital photo full-lenght format .png or .jpg (low definition - max 1024 kb)

3) A curriculum vitae in one of the following formats: .jpg, .png, .pdf, .doc, .docx, .odt. The curriculum

must be dated and signed; moreover, it must compulsorily include the following statement:

- The undersigned (name and surname) authorizes the processing of the personal data contained in this

curriculum, pursuant to Legislative Decree n. 196 of 30 June 2003.
4) Two links audio/video or video recording file of arias of Cavalleria rusticana,  Suor Angelica or different operas of  Mascagni and other authors of verismo repertoire.

5) Receipt of payment of the registration fee in .jpg, .png, or .pdf format (cf. paragraph 9);

sending instructions:

1) create a new empty folder and save it as  name_surname;

2) insert in the folder all the files requested;

3) right-click  and choose  “send to“ ( “compressed folder”

4) open www.goldoniteatro.wetransfer.com
5) press  “+” Add file

6) Insert the compressed folder (file *.zip)

7) Fill out   “send an email to”  with:  audizioni_goldoni@goldoniteatro.it
8) Fill out  “my email” with your email address

9) Fill out  “message” with: Audizione: Name Surname

10) Press on transfer

11) Wait until the end of  the procedure
Art. 5 Admission to the course is subject to the passing of the following phases of selection: 

1) Curriculum and video recordings evaluation. The outcome of the exams will be communicated to all candidates by 24 June 2019.  The communication will be transmitted exclusively by electronic mail to the e-mail address provided by the applicant in the application form.

2) Live audition

The candidates admitted to the live auditions, to be held on 3-4 July2019 at Teatro Goldoni, are required to present arias and duets from Cavalleria Rusticana or others Mascagni’s operas.
Roles without closed form (arias and duets) are requested to present arias from other operas (Mascagni or Verismo repertoire).
Art. 6 At the end of the selection, the assessment commission will prepare the list of eligible candidates to be admitted to the class.

The candidates considered eligible but not admitted due to lack of available positions can be invited to attend the activities of the training course as auditors or take the place of an active participant in the event of a waiver or exclusion of the latter.

The Management reserves the right to admit participants to the class, even once started, after verification of the eligibility of the candidates. 

Art.7 Fees for participation in the selections

The enrollment for the selections is subject to payment of a fee of Euro 50.00 (Fifty/00), including VAT, to be paid by Bank transfer to the following coordinates:

The Workshop will be held by a group of trainers consisting of artists and experts in the field of lyrical music.
Art. 11 A Certificate of Participation will be issued to all those taking part. Participants must frequent at least 80% of the Workshop hours to be eligible for a certificate. Participants are required to sign an attendance register at the start and end of the day's class. Absences must be justified. 
Art. 12 Application implies complete acceptance of the present regulations.  

Art. 13 Singers release the Fondazione of all liability arising from the former's non-observance of normally accepted standards of behaviour.
